Treehouse feature and an additional 8.5 acres. “My message is
to encourage everyone to visit the Gardens, watch for additional
plans as proposed and invest as you are able!”

The Sprouts Garden Preschool program will continue to grow
in the 2023-2024 school year. New offerings will include a full-
day class for four- and five-year olds, and before and after-school
care options for students. With nature at the heart of the program,
teaching is based on high-quality early childhood education and
environmental education practices. Students spend more than 80
percent of their time outdoors throughout the seasons with any
indoor time taking place in a yurt classroom.
